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Q DISC BRAKE
A. Notes:

1-1 The commonly used braking fluid for hydraulic disc brake has been divided into two
series: DOT4 oil and Mineral oil. Please make sure the correct braking fluid to be used
before installing the kits.( Incorrect oil grade may damage your braking system ).

1-2 A professional and qualified technician with correct tools is required to install the kit
correctly.

2. Tools required:

Torx wrench, hex wrench, open wrench, two sets of syringe+M5 and M5S connector
+0-ring, clean wiper, MINERAL (DOT4) braking fluid:

3. Exhausting the used old braking fluid:

In exchanging new braking fluid, pressurize an empty syringe on one end and vacuum
suck on the other end the used old braking fluid out (as shown in FIG. 1—2). Dispose
the used oil to the qualified recycling agent.
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4. The procedure of filling up braking fluid:

4-1Fix syringe (a) on the master cylinder via M5S and M5 connectors, fill up the
designated syringe (b) for caliper on M5S and M5 connector the braking fluid in 90%
full (about 25c.c.) Where, syringe should be of different brand and spec. to fit the
connector, referred to the spec. list on right side.

4-2Turn the nipple of oil trough up, loosen M5 fixing nut and fasten the syringe (a) onto
the bleeder nipple tightly at 1~2Nm(9~18 in.lbs) (as shown in FIG.3)

4-3Fasten the empty caliper syringe (b) to the bleeder nipple hole tight at 1~2Nm
(9~18 in. Ibs) (as shown in FIG.4)

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4-4Light pressure the braking fluid in syringe (a) into oil reservoir, via hose and caliper
into syringe (b). Then light pressure the fluid back to syringe (a)(as shown in FIG.
5). Repeat the process 3-4 times to expel the entrapped air along with pressing the
handle and finally leave the fluid in syringe (a). Make sure keep syringes (a) and (b)
at both end always remaining some fluid so as not to light pressure the air into the
braking system.(Keep syringe up as shown in FIG.5)

4-5Wrap the M5S connector for caliper with clothes to prevent braking fluid from
overflowing, then take the syringe (b) off, fasten the bleeder nipple and wipe off the
residual fluid. (Wipe fluid sludge by air spray gun and alcohol)

4-6Light pressure the handle several times to verify the installation of braking system.
Wrap the M5S connector and take off the syringe (a) set at the master cylinder side.
Fasten M5 fixing nut and wipe the residual fluid off. (Wipe fluid sludge by air spray
gun and alcohol) i
